MEDAL CEREMONIES
All medal ceremonies will be held after the Men's Final, starting at approx 16:45
- Men's B-Cup Winners
- Women's B-Cup Winners
- Men's & Women's All-Star teams
- Women's Gold, Silver, Bronze medals & trophies
- Men's Gold, Silver, Bronze medals & trophies



MEN's CHAMPIONSHIP PLAY-OFFS (16 teams)
- Group winners (6) + 2nd placed teams (6) + Top ranked 3rd placed teams (4) qualify to 1/8-finals
- 1/8 and quarterfinal matches are knock-out and the winner progresses to the next round
- Winners of the semi-final progress to the final, losers to the Bronze match

MEN's B-CUP PLAY-OFFS (12 teams)
- Fifth & sixth ranked 3rd placed teams (2) + two top ranked 4th placed teams (2) qualify directly to the 
B-Quarterfinals
- All other teams (8) qualify to the B-1/8 finals
- All matches are knock-out and the winner progresses to the next round

WOMEN's CHAMPIONSHIP PLAY-OFFS (11 teams)
- Group winners (5) qualify directly to the quarterfinals
- 2nd placed teams (5) and the best 3rd placed team (1 team) progress to the 1/8-finals 
- 1/8 and quarterfinal matches are knock-out and the winner progresses to the next round
- Winners of the semi-final progress to the final, losers to the Bronze match

WOMEN's B-CUP PLAY-OFFS (12 teams)
- Remaining 3rd placed teams (4) qualify directly to B-Quarterfinals
- Remaining teams (8) progress to the B-1/8 finals
- All matches are knock-out and the winner progresses to the next round

RANKING WITHIN A GROUP shall be decided in the following order:
a) The total number of points
b) If two or more teams have the same number of points the internal matches of 
the teams concerned, the internal goal difference included, if necessary, shall be 
decisive
c)  If the internal matches according to b) are not decisive, most scored goals 
internally shall be decisive
d)  If the ranking cannot be decided by the internal matches, the total goal 
difference of the teams concerned shall be decisive. 
e)  If the total goal difference is not decisive most scored goals of the teams 
concerned shall be decisive.
f)  If most scored goals are not decisive a drawing of lot with the teams concerned 
shall settle the ranking

RANKING OF PLACEMENTS BETWEEN GROUPS 
Teams that are in a group of five shall have the result against the 5th placed team 
in their group removed for the comparative calculation. The calculation between 
the same-placed teams is then decided in the following order: 
a)  The total number of points
b) Average goal difference per game
c)  Average goals scored per game
d)  Most scored goals 
d)  If two or more teams cannot be separated by these calculations then the 
placements shall be based on current world ranking, from highest to lowest

GENERAL PLAYING FORMAT
- All matches are 2 x 10minutes with 2-minute intermissions
- Group games can end in a draw 
- Play-off games are decided with penalty shots (3 players) 
- If a medal match (Final, Bronze, B-Final) ends with a draw after regulation time then two (2) minutes of extra time, completed in full, will be played. If a team leads by one or more

goals at the end of extra time they shall be declared the winner. If the scores are still equal after extra time, then the match shall be decided by penalty shots

- Each team is allowed 10 players (8 field players + 2 goalkeepers OR 9 field players + 1 goalkeeper) + 2 officials on their official team list. No others than these are allowed on the
team bench during a match
